Did you know that SEA served 391 students in 2009?  
…..3393 direct service staff hours …...   589 hours of tutoring …..Increased by 65% from 2008 (391 students 
in 2009 vs. 237 students in 2008) …..29% of SEA students complete a program of study …..14% completed 
an AA/AS or BA degree…. 151 students received $81,008 in scholarships…...391 students received free 
academic advising and career counseling…..91% are enrolled in school in good academic standing or have 

graduated. 
 
Of SEA’s 391 students served….. 100% are low-income…...83% have experienced homelessness…..72% 
are people of color….37% are LGBTQ...15% have been in foster care...1% are single parents (73 children 
total)….25% are immigrants….40% black/African/AA….27% white….5% Asian….18% Latino…..5% Native 

American…..3% Mixed Race…..2% other/unknown.  
 43% male…..54% female…..3% transgender
